Buyers seek taste of Forbidden lots

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The View of Forbidden Plateau is an exclusive offering of 11 lots across the valley from one of the oldest ski areas and one of the most colourful historical locations on this part of Vancouver Island.

Nine of the lots provide pristine views, while the other two are secluded alongside the creek below.

"When we decided to develop this land, we preserved as much of the surrounding natural areas as possible to make sure we provided each homeowner with the best views down the valley and up to the plateau," says George Mylonas and Kip Keylock, joint venture partners in this development.
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The lots have been designed so they offer a full view down the entire South Beaufort Range, Forbidden Plateau and Mount Beecher.

The project is also in close proximity to Mount Washington and Comox -- and within walking distance of the picturesque Nymph Falls.

Whether you seek outdoor adventures, relaxation or urban cultural pursuits, Forbidden Plateau is just minute's way from an abundance of amenities and recreational opportunities in the Comox Valley, says Mylonas.

Strathcona Provincial Park is virtually next door further adding to the variety of outdoor pursuits available.

Each lot contains a building envelope within which the home, driveway, patios, landscaping and recreational amenities must be kept.

Architectural controls have been put in place, with home styles consisting of Craftsman, Cottage and Mountain Vernacular to ensure a timeless and inviting streetscape.

The minimum ground-floor size for a bungalow is 1,800 square feet, excluding the garage, while two-story and split-level homes must have a minimum of 2,000 square feet, with 1,800 of it on the ground floor.

"These lots are now for sale" says Mylonas, adding that registrations include interest from Calgary, Edmonton, Vancouver, Seattle, England and Germany. "I really think Calgarians will take about half of the lots we have available."

Lots will be priced starting at $299,000.

The partnership has also dedicated seven hectares of land at Colt's Foot Creek to the Regional District of Comox-Strathcona for parkland.

"We want to create a lasting impression, not only in our development, but for the community," says Mylonas.

"This gift of land will continue to preserve open spaces and the natural beauty of the area.

"When we saw the land and came out here to walk it, we saw a jewel set amongst pristine surroundings. We immediately knew this was a great piece of land, with lots of potential for homeowners who desire an intimate, yet spacious and natural setting."
